Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Remove the front bulkhead cover (two expansion
clips, three clips and move the right and left
fender trims inward).

4. With the help of an assistant, remove the front
bumper (four long clips, six clips and two self-
tapping screws). To prevent damage, set the front
bumper on a blanket.

USE AND CARE

How to Operate Fog Lights

• Turn the light switch to the “ ” position
(headlights on low beam).

• Turn the fog light switch (indicator is on).

NOTE: The fog lights lenses can cloud when the
outside temperature is cold; this is normal and should
go away in warm weather.

If the bulb is accidentally touched,
wipe it clean with a soft cloth that has been
dampened with a denatured alcohol or a mild
detergent solution.

• Align the tab on the fog light with the cutout in
the bulb when installing the new bulb. If not
aligned, the fog light may annoy oncoming
drivers.
