*  Wipe the roof rails clean before installing the
crossbars.

* Be careful not to damage the body paint.

1. Insert a small flat-tip screwdriver into the hole on
the inside of the roof rail base and release the
retaining tab, then remove the rear cover.

2. Insert two holders in the groove of the roof rail.
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3. Repeat steps 1 and 2 for the other roof rail.

4. Align the hole in each holder with the mark on the
inside of the roof rail.
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5. Position the crossbars on the holders, and install
the special bolts with washers and lock washers.
Tighten the bolts securely.

6. Reinstall the rear covers on the roof rails.
USE AND CARE

* Check the roof rack crossbar mounting bolts
frequently, and retighten them if necessary.
