1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, and write down the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
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Pull out the cup holder. Remove the four self-
tapping screws, and disengage the two retaining
clips, then pull out the center lower cover toward
you. Remove the clip from the vehicle’s harness,
disconnect the two vehicle harness connectors,
and remove the center lower cover.

28. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

29. Reinstall all removed parts.
30. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

31. Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

32. Reset the clock.

33. Check operation of the security system according
to the security system owner’s manual provided.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the
driver's AUTO function is disabled.

34. Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open, then
hold the switch for 2 seconds or more.

35. Pull up on the driver's window switch to close
the window completely, then hold the switch for
2 seconds or more.

36. Testthe AUTO window function.
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
