Installing the Converter
1.

Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the radio station presets.

Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

Open the tailgate, and remove the cargo floor lid.

Remove the tailgate weatherstrip in the area
shown. Remove the rear panel trim (lift up to
release the four clips and six retaining tabs).

Installing the Receiver Cover

Whenever you remove the hitch pin clip, the hitch pin,
and the ball mount, store them securely in the cargo
area. Install the receiver cover into the opening at the
end of the trailer hitch. When you reinstall the ball
mount, store the receiver cover in the cargo area. After
the first 600 miles (1,000 km) of towing, have your
Honda Dealer recheck the tightness of the trailer hitch
bolts.
