First torque the
12 x 40 mm bolts to 80 N-m (59 Ibf-ft), then torque
the 10 x 36 mm bolts to 46 N-m (34 Ibf-ft)
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22. Slide the ball mount into the trailer hitch. Align the
holes in the trailer hitch with the holes in the ball
mount, then insert the hitch pin into the hole.
Secure the hitch pin with the hitch pin clip.
