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Allow the engine and all cooling system
components to cool down.

Place a clean drain pan under the radiator drain
plug, then remove the drain plug from the bottom
of the radiator to drain the coolant. Remove the
radiator cap to increase the flow.

NOTICE| Radiator coolant will damage paint. Quickly

rinse any spilled coolant from painted surfaces.

Remove the drain plug from the rear of the
engine block near the olil filter. Coolant remaining
in the engine jackets will flow out of the drain plug
hole when removed. Retain the drain plug to be
used if the engine block heater is removed.

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Install the engine block heater with the aluminum
washer into the bolt hole using a 24 mm socket
and a torque wrench. Torque the engine block
heater to 60 N-m (44 Ib-ft).

21. Reinstall the radiator drain plug, the radiator
mount bracket, and the radiator cover.
17. Secure the heater harness to the hole in the front

side frame with the black wire tie. 22. Fill the system with the recommended coolant.

Follow the instructions described in the service
manual.

23. Check the coolant reservoir for the correct level
and signs of leakage. Repair as necessary.

24. Check that the heater harness is routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

25. Put the drain plug (removed in step 4) in the
glove box.
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
