On the inside of the trunk lid, locate the two identifi-
cation marks on the trunk lid. Lightly center-punch
each mark. Repeat on the right side of the trunk lid.
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4. _While wearing eye protection, first drill the hole with
a 3 mm drill'bit, and finish with an 8 mm drill bit.

e To prevent drilling through the trunk lid, wrap a
drill stop around the drill bit 10 mm away from
the tip.

e To prevent the metal shavings from falling onto
the trunk floor, place a cover onto the trunk floor.

¢ Remove all burrs and metal shavings with a file,
and apply touch-up paint to the edges of the
holes you drilled.
