Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE: When installing a back-up sensor and a trailer
hitch, install the back-up sensor before installing the trailer
hitch.

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the radio
and navigation system (if equipped), then write down
the radio presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
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3. Remove the two caps from the rear bumper, and
remove the rear bumper (two bolts, six self-tapping
screws, and two clips).

NOTE: Have an assistant help you when removing
and installing the rear bumper.
