Removing the Vehicle Parts

1. Fully open the left and right rear door glass.

2. Write down the customer’s radio station presets; the
radio memory will be erased when you disconnect
the battery.

3. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the radio,
then write down the frequencies for the preset
buttons.

4. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

44. Enter the customer’s audio and navigation system (if
equipped) anti-theft code, and reset the XM radio
presets, and the clock.

45. Reinstall all removed parts. Torque the seat bolts to
34 N'm (25 Ib-ft).
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
