the holes, and apply touch-up paint to the edges.

Allow the touch-up paint to dry.

* Remove the masking tape from the tailgate
opening, and remove all metal chips.

If a
jack nut tool is not available, install the 6 x 25
mm washer-screw (supplied) while holding the
jack nut with an open-end wrench.

* Tighten the 6 x 25 mm washer-screw with care
until it bottoms out, being careful not to damage
the vehicle body.

Do not open or close the tailgate by grasping the tail-
gate spoiler.

Check the spoiler mounting nuts periodically, and
retighten them if necessary.
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
