Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures should
not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

Be careful not to damage the rear bumper or other
finished surfaces of the body.

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
3. Remove the rear bumper.

¢ If equipped, remove the screws that secure the
inner fender.

* Remove the four self-tapping screws (two on
each side) at the fenderwell.

e Using a clip remover, pry out and remove the
three clips (if equipped) along the bottom of the

bumper. 5
* Using a flat-tip screwdriver, pry out and

remove the bumper bolt covers, then remove

the four bumper bolts.
e With the help of an assistant, release the 6.

bumper from the fenderwell, and slide the
bumper away from the vehicle.

e Set the bumper on a blanket.

e If equipped, unplug the backup sensor

37. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

38. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

39. Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

40. Reset the clock.
41. Reinstall all removed parts.

NOTE: When the battery is disconnected, the driver’s
window AUTO function is disabled.

e Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

e Pull up on the driver's window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for
1 second or more.

e Lower and raise the driver’s window to check
operation of the driver’'s window AUTO function.

NOTE: After about 620 miles (1,000 km) of use,
retighten the bolts and nuts to the specified torque.

Installing the Receiver Cover

Whenever you remove the hitch pin clip, the hitch pin,
and the ball mount, store them securely in the cargo
area. Install the receiver cover into the opening at the
end of the trailer hitch. When you reinstall the ball
mount, store the receiver cover in the cargo area.
After the first 620 miles (1,000 km) of towing, have
your Honda Dealer recheck the tightness of the trailer
hitch bolts.
