Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Remove the cap from the right sun visor (four
retaining tabs).

Take care not to pinch
the any wires. Torque the seat bolts to 47 N-m
(35 Ib-ft).

40. Remove the clip from the top of the right front
pillar trim, and install a new pillar clip.

41. To install the pillar clip, position it at right angles
to the right front pillar and install by lightly
pushing on the area marked with “SIDE
CURTAIN AIRBAG” on the right front pillar trim.
Check that the pillar clip is not interfering with the
airbag. Take care not to push the right front pillar
trim excessively.

42. Reinstall all removed parts.
43. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

44. Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

45. Reset the clock.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the
driver's AUTO function is disabled.

46. Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

47. Pull up on the driver’s window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for a
second or 2 more.

48. Testthe AUTO window function.
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
