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Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

» Thoroughly clean the bottom of the body from the
rear of the front wheels to the front of the rear
wheels.

» Be careful not to damage the body paint finish. To
prevent damage, place a blanket under the running
board during the installation.

» These instructions show the left side running
board being installed; the same procedure applies
to installing the right side running board.

1. Assemble six front bracket assemblies using
brackets B and C along with four flange bolts and
four flange nuts. Leave the nuts and bolts loose
at this time.

4. Screw the knurled threaded insert onto the
mandrel of the tool as shown.

9. On the left side of the vehicle, install three front
bracket assemblies at the front, and one rear
bracket assembly at the rear along the body
using 15 flange bolts. Thread the flange bolts in
about 3 to 4 threads.

10. Set the running board on the brackets with the
bolts through the holes in the brackets. Install the
eight flange nuts onto the ends of the bolts, but
don't tighten the flange nuts yet.
