INSTALLATION

Customer Information: The information in this instal-
lation instruction is intended for use only by skilled tech-
nicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the
audio and navigation systems (if equipped), and
write down the XM radio presets (if equipped).

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Fold the rear seat forward.
4. Remove the rear door sill trim (three clips).
