4. Check that the power windows or the moonroof does not function when the engine is started with the transmitter.
5. Press the command button on the transmitter twice and check the vehicle condition on the display.

6. Check the operation of the transmitter when the vehicle is 100 m to 150 m (325 to 490 ft.) away and when the
vehicle is in direct sight.
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How to Program an Additonal Transmitter

1. Connectthe HDS to the data link connector.

2. Start the HDS and click on the car icon.

3. Inputthe vehicle's VIN and other required
information.

4. SelectHonda Systems.

5. Select R/C Engine Starter.

6. Select REGISTER NEW TRANSMITTER.

7. When "Ready to program the new transmitter"
shows, select ENTER.

8. Press and release the Command button.

9. Press and release the Stop button.

10. Perform the function check on both transmitters.
NOTE: Only 2 remotes can be stored in the
system's memory.
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
