NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the
driver's AUTO function is disabled.

34. Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open, then
hold the switch for 2 seconds or more.

35. Pull up on the driver’s window switch to close
the window completely, then hold the switch for
2 seconds or more.

36. Test the AUTO window function.
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
