10. Remove the adhesive backing from the bracket C 
and attach it to the mark made in step 8 as shown. 
Make sure the bracket C is installed in the correct 
way.

11. Reverse the template and repeat steps 7 through 10 
for the bracket C on the right side of the vehicle.
