Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

¢ Do not damage the body paint finish when removing
and installing the bumper trim.

e This bumper trim kit should only be installed if the
ambient air temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

Installing the Front Bumper Trim

1. Remove the air intake duct and the front bulkhead
cover (12 clips).

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Remove the left front bumper (1 clip, 4 bolts, 2 short
step bolts and 4 self-tapping screws). Have an
assistant help you when removing and installing the
front bumper. If the vehicle is equipped with fog
lights, unplug the fog light connectors. Place the front
bumper on a blanket after removal.
