First drill
with a 6 mm bit, and then finish with an 8 mm drill
bit. Use a drill stop on each drill bit.

«  While wearing eye protection, first drill with a
3 mm drill bit, then with a 6 mm drill bit, and finish
with an 11 mm drill bit. Use a drill bit stop on each
drill bit.

» Using a file, remove any burrs at the edges of
the holes, and apply touch-up paint to the edges.
Allow the touch-up paint to dry.

* Remove the masking tape from the tailgate
opening, and remove all metal chips.

« Insert the jack nut into the center tailgate hole
you made, and install it using a jack nut tool. If a
jack nut tool is not available, install the 6 x 25
mm washer-screw (supplied) while holding the
jack nut with an open-end wrench.

* Tighten the 6 x 25 mm washer-screw with care
until it bottoms out, being careful not to damage
the vehicle body.

* Remove the washer-screw.
