e Do nottouch the bulb. Oily or greasy substances
on the bulb can shorten its service life due to the
heat produced when the bulb is turned on. If the
bulb is touched accidentally, wipe it clean with a
soft cloth that has been dampened with a
denatured alcohol or a mild detergent solution.

* When installing the new bulb, align the cutout on
the fog light with the tab on the new bulb, and
turn the new bulb assembly clockwise until it
stops turning. If not properly aligned, the fog light
may annoy oncoming driver’s.
