Installing the Cross Bars
1. Remove the left rear roof rack cover and right rear roof 

rack cover from the roof rack by disengaging two clips 
each.

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2. Slide two cross bars into the roof racks and align the 
mark on the cross bars with the mark on the roof 
racks as shown. Make sure the cross bars are 
inserted in the correct position and direction.
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3. Tighten eight thumbwheel screws to secure two 
cross bars to the roof racks.
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4. Install two Torx bolts to the roof racks securely.

5. Reinstall the roof rack covers. Make sure they are 
securely snapped into place.
