* Be careful not to damage the body paint finish.

¢ This trunk spoiler kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.

¢ Wash and wax the area to be covered. Use a
high-quality paste wax.
Installing the Trunk Spoiler

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the radio
and navigation system (if equipped), then write down
the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
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On the left side of the trunk lid, locate the two
identification marks on the trunk lid. Lightly center-
punch each mark. Repeat on the right side of the
trunk lid.

CENTER PUNCH

While wearing eye protection, first drill holes with a
3 mm drill bit at the marks you made, then finish with
an 8 mm drill bit.

e To prevent drilling through the trunk lid, wrap a
drill stop around the drill bit 10 mm away from
the tip.

¢ Place a cover over the trunk floor.

* Remove all burrs and metal shavings with a file,
and apply touch-up paint to the edges of the
holes you drilled.

* Repeat on the right side of the trunk lid.

* Remove all burrs and metal shavings with a file,
and apply touch-up paint to the edges of the
holes you drilled.

e Take care not to damage the wire harnesses
when drilling the holes.

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Hold the trunk spoiler above the trunk lid, and route
the trunk spoiler harness down through the 10 mm
hole you drilled. Seat the grommet into the 10 mm
hole; then route the trunk spoiler harness through
the rectangular hole. If necessary, spray silicone
spray on the grommet and use a piece of wire to pull
the harness through the trunk lid.

Fit the trunk spoiler into position on the trunk lid, and
install four 6 mm spoiler nuts, four O-rings, and two
6 x 12 mm bolts. Hold the trunk spoiler firmly against
the trunk lid and torque the spoiler nuts and bolts to
6 N-m (4.4 Ib-ft).

Position the corrugated tube on the trunk spoiler
harness in the position shown. Wrap electrical tape
around the corrugated tube to secure it.

¢ Install the red marked spring in the slot in the
right (passenger’s) side trunk hinge arm and to
the hinge bracket on the left (driver’s) side of the
car; install the yellow marked spring in the slot in
the left (driver’s) side trunk hinge arm and to the
hinge bracket on the right (passenger’s) side of
the car.

e Wearing gloves, rotate the tool as you pull it
towards you.

e Set the springs in the first notch (original
position) of the hinge brackets.

Secure the spoiler harness to the trunk lid with a
spoiler harness wire tie with clip.

Route the spoiler harness along the trunk lid hinge
and secure it with four spoiler harness wire ties with
clips to the hinge holes.

Open the trunk lid, and make sure the trunk lid stays
open on its own. If it won’t, adjust the trunk springs
to the second position.

Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

Enter the customer’s radio and navigation system
(if equipped) anti-theft codes, and reset the radio
station presets.

Reset the clock.

Press the brake pedal, and check that the spoiler
brake light comes on.

Reinstall all removed parts.
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
