Installing the Hatch Spoiler

1.  Open the hatch.

10. To prevent metal shavings from entering the seal
area, attach masking tape to the hatch as shown.

Wrap tape around each drill bit 10 mm from the tip
or use a drill stop.
First drill with a 3 mm drill bit, then with a 6 mm drill
bit, and finish with an 8.5 mm drill bit.
After drilling, remove any burrs from the edges of
all the holes, and apply touch-up paint. Allow the

touch-up paint to dry thoroughly before

preceeding to the next step.
Remove the masking tape.

NOTE: Do not apply excessive pressure to the hatch
spoiler.
