1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the radio, 
then write down the frequencies for the preset 
buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

tapping screws, two 5 x 16 mm self-tapping screws, 
two bolts, and two clips).

Bend up the lower half to the slit in the 
center. 

7. Remove and discard the rear left grommet from the 
body. Attach a piece of steel wire to the socket 
harness 4-pin connector and route the 4-pin 
connector through the vehicle grommet hole and into 
the hole in the cargo area. Seat the socket harness 
grommet in the vehicle grommet hole with the end 
facing down.

Install a wire tie with clip to the socket harness 4-pin 
connector. Remove the blue tape to free the 4-pin 
connector on the vehicle harness in the cargo area. 
Remove the dummy connector from the 4-pin 
connector on the vehicle harness and connect the 
4-pin connector on the socket harness. Secure the 
connected 4-pin connectors to the vehicle harness 
with a wire tie with clip, and wrap an EPT sealer 
around it. 

10. Secure the socket harness to the vehicle harness 
with one wire tie as shown. Route the socket harness 
through the square hole in the inner panel and attach 
the plastic hole cover to the hole again.

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Installing the Trailer Hitch
22. Slide the four 12 x 135 mm bolts into the right and left 

stays.

23. Slide the right and left stays into the inboard side of 
the right and left rear frame rails.

24. Slide the side plates onto the 12 x 135 mm bolts in 
the direction shown, then install the four 12 mm 
washers, four 12 mm spring washers, and four 
12 mm nuts on the ends of the 12 x 135 mm bolts. 
Do not tighten the nuts yet.

With the help of an assistant, position the trailer hitch 
on the right and left stays and align the holes. Install 
the four 12 x 35 mm bolts, eight 12 mm washers, four 
12 mm spring washers, and four 12 mm nuts, but do 
not tighten the bolts yet. 

26. Insert the U-bolt around the tie-down hook and into 
the holes in the plate. Install an 8 mm washer, an 
8 mm spring washer, and an 8 mm nut on each end. 
But do not tighten the nuts yet.

36. Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and reset 
the radio station presets.

37. Reset the clock.

NOTE: When the battery is disconnected, the driver’s 
window AUTO function is disabled.

38. Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s window 
switch until the window is fully open.

39. Pull up on the driver’s window switch fully to close 
the window completely, then hold the switch for 
2 seconds or more.

40. Test the window AUTO function.

NOTE: After about 620 miles (1,000 km) of use, retighten 
the bolts and nuts to the specified torque.

Installing the Receiver Cover

Whenever you remove the retaining pin clip, the retaining 
pin, and the ball mount, securely store them in the cargo 
area. Then press the receiver cover into the opening at 
the end of the trailer hitch. When you reinstall the ball 
mount, store the receiver cover in the cargo area.
