Before installing the all-season mats, identify their
installation positions.

Anchors are required for the driver’s side of the vehicle;
they prevent the all-season mat from sliding forward
and interfering with the pedals.

If you remove the driver’s side all-season mat, make
sure you reanchor it when you put it back in the vehicle.
If you replace the all-season mats, use factory mats
designed to be used with the anchors.

Do not put the all-season mat on top of the anchored
mat. The additional mat may slide forward and interfere
with the pedals.
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Slide the driver’s seat all the way back.

Locate the two rear recesses in the carpet. Using a
utility knife, slit the carpet at the front of the two
recesses.

Confirm that each anchor is locked securely using a
flat-tip screwdriver.
