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1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the audio
unit.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the 12 volt

battery.

3.  Remove the passenger’s dashboard undercover

(three clips and two pins).

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25. Atthe center lower trim opening, route the bus cable
toward the center panel opening, and route the USB
cable toward the glove box opening.

If “USB NO DATA" is on the display, the unit
is working properly.
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
