NOTE:

e Take care not to damage the vehicle body and the parts
of the vehicle.

* Clean the surface where a seal or double-sided
adhesive tape will be attached using a shop towel
dampened with isopropyl alcohol, and allow the surface
to dry thoroughly before attaching the seal or
double-sided adhesive tape.

e This interior panel kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

* Make sure each panel is in the correct position before
you attach it. Detaching an attached panel can damage
it or weaken the bonding strength of the adhesive
backing.
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Check the surface where the passenger’s interior
panel will be attached and clean the surface using
isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel.
