This kit should be installed only if the ambient air
temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

Identify each door edge film by referring to the

identification mark.

Wash your hands thoroughly with soap and water
before handling the door edge films.
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1. Open the driver’s door. Using the alcohol wipe,
thoroughly clean the driver’s door where the left door
edge film will attach.

2. Close the driver’s door. Using a spray bottle with 3M
protective tape application solution, spray the
outside of the driver’s door where the left door edge
film will attach.

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Open the driver’s door. Peel back about 50 mm of
the adhesive backing from the left door edge film.

Align the center line on the left door edge film to the
edge of the driver’s door. While applying light
pressure, carefully remove the adhesive backing,
and attach the left door edge film to the driver’s door.

Insert the applicator into the soft sleeve. Starting
from the middle and working outward, use the soft
sleeve to smooth out the left door edge film.
NOTE: Move the soft sleeve in one direction only.
