Make sure the vehicle and the nose mask are clean
and completely dry before installation. If moisture
under the mask is allowed to dry, it may cloud the paint.
If the mask gets wet, remove it and allow it to air-dry
completely.

Make sure any repainted surfaces are cured.

Wax the hood and nose of the vehicle with a high-
quality paste wax.

Install the nose mask securely. If the nose mask starts
to flap or comes loose while driving, safely pull off the
highway, stop the vehicle, and secure or remove the
mask.

The nose mask cannot be installed if the vehicle is
equipped with an air deflector or front under spoiler.

CLEANING THE NOSE MASK

Use a sponge or cloth and a solution of mild liquid
dishwashing soap and water to clean the vinyl and the
flannel backing. Rinse the mask completely with clean
water, and hang it to dry out of direct sunlight. Make sure
the mask is completely dry before you reinstall it.
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
