Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

* These instructions show the left door edge films being
installed. The same procedure applies to installing the
right door edge films.

* Identify each door edge film by referring to the
identification marks.

¢ Do not damage the paint finish.

* To allow the adhesive to cure, please advise your
customer not to wash the vehicle for 24 hours.
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Installing the Front Door Edge Film

Open the left front door.

Using an alcohol wipe, thoroughly clean the door
edge where the left front door edge film will attach.

Installing the Rear Door Edge Film

where the left rear door edge film will attach.
