Installing the Hood Section

1.  Open the hood. Fit the corners of the mask around
the hood. Adjust the mask so that it fits smoothly
over the edges. Attach the two hooks to the hood as
shown. Remove / install the hooks by inserting your
finger or thumb into the belt of each hook.

CLEANING THE NOSE MASK
