1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the audio
unit and the navigation system (if equipped), then
write down the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
3. Remove the left third row seat:

e Open the rear hatch, and remove the rear cargo
tray (ten clips).
