How to Operate the Fog Lights

» Turn the headlight switch to the “ D" position
(headlights on low beam).

« Turn on the fog light switch (indicator is on).

« Ifthe fog lights do not turn on, check the fuse and all the
connectors, including the ground cable.

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How to Aim the Fog Lights
70. Adjust the aim:
¢ Release the splash shield.

e Turn the aiming adjustment knob in or out until
the correct aim is obtained.

e Adjust the aim according to local laws and
regulations.

» Do nottouch the bulb. Oily or greasy substances
on the bulb can shorten its service life due to the
heat produced when the bulb is turned on. If you
accidentally touch the bulb, wipe it clean with a
soft cloth that has been dampened with
denatured alcohol or a mild detergent solution.

*  When installing the new bulb, align the cutout on
the fog light with the tab on the new bulb and turn
the new bulb clockwise to lock it in place. If the
bulb is not properly aligned, the fog light may
annoy oncoming driver’s.
