» Body side moldings should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

« To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

» These installation instructions show the left body side
moldings being installed. The same procedure applies
to installing the right body side moldings.
