Loosen four thumb wheel screws on the crossbar
holders. Align the marks on the crossbar holders
with the marks on the side rails. Securely tighten the
thumb wheel screws.

USE AND CARE

* Check the roof rack mounting bolts frequently, and
re-tighten if necessary.

» Distribute the weight of the cargo evenly, and do
not exceed the maximum weight capacity of 50 kg
(110 Ibs).

* To reduce wind noise while driving, make sure the cut
roof moldings are properly installed on the roof
channel.
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
