« If you are also installing the accessory door edge
guards, install them before you install the body side
moldings.

» Be careful not to damage the vehicle body paint finish.

« This kit should only be installed if the ambient air
temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

+ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

Installing the Body Side Moldings

1. Using the alcohol swab, thoroughly clean the area
where the left front body side molding will attach.
