1. Wrap a shop towel around the hood latch:

17. Connect the negative cable to the battery.

18. Reinstall the front bulkhead cover and the intake air
tube.

19. Press and hold the audio power button for two
seconds to restore the audio and navi (if equipped)
system functions.

20. Reset the clock on vehicle without navigation.

21. Restore the systems back to normal operation as
described in the Service Manual if necessary.
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
